The dead line for funding from WREN is the 17th August, hopefully the skate park will be delivered early spring, they have secured funding of £5500 from North Lincs Council, Cllr Reed is asking the town council for a letter of support, discussions took place concerning various designs of the skate park. Cllr Bailey proposed that the council send a letter of support, Cllr Arrand second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted 10 in favour.

(i)Winter Service 2011 

Cllr’s Vernum and Reed attended the consultation meeting held in July; Cllr Reed explained various matters that were discussed such as gritting routes, access to schools. Discussions took place concerning how they can help the community e.g. Salt Bins, wheel barrows so that we can clear areas our self. When the council look at the emergency plan the first item should be looking at winter procedures. It was stated that North Lincs will be bringing out a leaflet which will be distributed to households which will be very clear that no one will be prosecuted subject to litigation when helping the community. It was stated that the council will need to find out if North Lincs will be expecting local councils to precept for winter resources.
55/11. REPORT BACK FROM OUTSIDE BODIES
Markets
Cllr Bailey reported that they now have a good sound market committee which he will provide a list to the council. The next market will be held on the 10th September and will be a Victorian Market; they will need to put an application in to North Lincs. The next committee meeting will take place on Thursday 11th August. 
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55/11. REPORT BACK FROM OUTSIDE BODIES CONT:
Friends of Ealand Park 

Cllr Reed reported that they now have funding from the Leader, once an answer from WREN has been received in relation to funding she anticipates a start date sometime in November. Minor maintenance has been carried out within the park and weekly inspections are taking place.  
Manor Park

Cllr Stewart reported that they are in the final stages of securing the £50,000 community funding, the lottery application has been submitted some weeks ago, there were five questions that need further answers which have now been done, due to delays we may not see completion until the end of the calendar year, Cllr Stewart reported that SSA have given £5000.00 funding when this is released it will be used to create a nature garden. 

Cllr Ramsden expressed his views in relation to the overgrown area near resident’s properties; Cllr Stewart explained various options of clearing the weeds. Cllr Stewart expressed that the amount of litter that is picked up at night is beginning to take its toll on those who are locking up at night. 

SPAR

Cllr Stewart reported that the committee is interested in securing a permanent skate park however funding is an issue, they have discussed various options for fund raising, they may need some kind of insurance to hold fund raising activities and would like to ask the council if they would be prepared to cover the cost of the public liability insurance. It was stated that the council would be prepared to have the same agreement as with Crowle Lights. 
Cllr Stewart continued to report that the funding for Street Sports is no longer needed as it is being held at Crowle Primary School. They are now running a scheme called on target which is football for 14-19 years and is supported by Scunthorpe United. 

Crowle & Ealand Future

Cllr McCartan reported that the committee will be sending questionnaires to business and will pass information on to outside bodies as and when information comes to light. 
The mayor stated that all outside groups should send a copy of their minutes to the clerk.

Crowle & Ealand Playing Field Association

It was stated that the committee have agreed the temporary skate park and would support a permanent skate park. 
Market Development Group

It was reported that the fountain has now been turned off, the financial situation and debate of maintenance is still ongoing. 
Cllr McCartan stated that the area within the market place which was overgrown has now been cleaned up; thanks go to Cllr Stewart, Angus Townsley and six other volunteers who carried out the clearance. 
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55/11. REPORT BACK FROM OUTSIDE BODIES CONT:
Playscheme

The clerk reported that the Playscheme has now been running a couple of weeks and has been very well attended in fact people have had to be turned away as they were a full capacity for 

the amount of staff present, the clerk asked if the council would agree extra funding to allow her to get another member of staff to prevent people being turned away again.

56/11. TRAFFIC ISSUES, TESCO EXPRESS 
Cllr Pender expressed his views concerning parking issues at Tesco’s and stated that some time you take a serious risk trying to enter/exit Tesco, it is made worse when people park on the hatched area for deliveries, he suggested that the double yellow lines could be extended along the High Street. Cllr Baker stated that this has been approached before and North Lincs Council are not keen on placing yellow lines along the whole of the High Street. It was suggested that the council write to the manager at Tesco and Pete Scott to express the councils concerns, Cllr Barker stated that he would also speak to Pete Scott at North Lincs Council. 

Resolved: The clerk was asked to write to Pete Scott and the Manger of Tesco expressing the councils concerns. 

57/11. CROWLE AND EALAND TOWN COUNCIL WEBSITE
Cllr Pender expressed his views concerning the council website and stated that it was very poor, Cllr Bailey stated that he agreed with Cllr Pender, however it is the councils problem that the content is poor not the provider and the clerk cannot update the website if she is not given the information. Cllr Vernum stated that this matter needs to be looked at and is included in the strategic plan that he has put together, the focus needs to be on the information not purely the look of the website. 
58/11. CROWLE & EALAND CHARTER GROUP 
Cllr Bailey stated that the charter group are in need of funding to move forward and start projects, Cllr Bailey explained various costs that the committee will incur to the council. Cllr McCartan stated that they are a very good committed group. Cllr Reed proposed that the council agree funding of £100.00 for a period of 12 months, Cllr McCartan second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in 11 in favour 1 abstained. 
Resolved: Funding of £100.00 was agreed for a period of 12 months.

59/11 SPEED BUMPS
Cllr Arrand stated that he visited some of the residents of Potts Lane regarding the trouble in the Car Park which has subsided now that there is a camera in place.
However, young drivers are still doing excessive speeds along Potts Lane itself and they would welcome Speed Bumps being put along the full length of Potts Lane and especially before and after the S bend in the road. Many feel that it is only a matter of time before there is a serious accident, probably involving school children.
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59/11 SPEED BUMPS CONT:
Cllr Barker stated that following speed tests and a petition that was submitted to North Lincs Council, the option of speed bumps was looked at however to was agreed that this would not be the answer, Cllr Arrand suggested that chicanes could be another option, it was suggested that the council write a letter to Pete Scott at North Lincs Council and also the Neighbour Hood Action Team in relation to the speeding issues and include the suggestion of chicanes or a possible one way system.
Resolved: The clerk was asked to write to Pete Scott and NATS relating to the speed issues. 

60/11. HIGHWAY, FOOTPATH & STREETLIGHTING MATTERS
