· Johnson's Lane Playing Field.

Work has progressed steadily in the refurbishment of Manor Park despite some delay due to the bad weather and it will be open for use from 1st, March. This is an opportunity for people of all ages to enjoy this facility: there is an area devoted to toddlers situated in a fenced off area next to the pathway leading into the park from Johnson's Lane, a site for teenagers set in the middle of the park, and exercise

equipment for older people dispersed all around the park. A wildlife area has been designated and sharing the same edge of the park adjacent Crowle Primary School will eventually be sited a multi -games area for football and basketball. The park will be open from dawn till dusk and a notice board will display opening and closing times. The success of the recently refurbished Ealand Park would suggest

that Manor Park will become a well used resource and attract families from Crowle, Ealand, and surrounding areas. Some work still needs to be done in the park and a grant application is in hand to fund these developments.

· Market Square.

March 26th. Is a date to note in your diary as it is planned to hold a market in Crowle and make use of the new market place. If anyone is interested in having a stall they should contact the town clerk for details. Local groups may also wish to make use of this opportunity to meet local people and visitors to the town.

Since it is intended to hold markets on a regular basis there is a need to set up a management committee and if anyone is interested in being a member they should contact the town clerk.

· 2011 CENSUS
March 27th. Is the day of the new census? Each resident in the community is expected to answer a questionnaire and supply personal details which can be used to assess the need for services provided by local authorities. Without these questionnaires the data may not reflect the true nature of the community’s needs and is likely to distort the range and quality of services provided. The census is required by law under the Census Act of 1920, and all personal information given is protected under the

Data Protection Act of 1998. Since housing, education, healthcare and public transport depend in part on this census it will be to everyone’s benefit if all questionnaires are completed and returned.

· Elections
Looking ahead to May, local elections will take place and this is your chance to register your interest and stand for Crowle and Ealand Council. Over the last term of the council a great number of initiatives have been undertaken with many brought to a successful conclusion as a result of councillors becoming involved in work outside of their immediate responsibilities to attend council meetings.
