117/11. CROWLE YOUTH CLUB 
Cllr Barker reported that Crowle Youth Club is the only one that has increased membership, they have held two open evenings which he has attended, due to the hard times at North Lincs Council things will be looked to e.g. Youth Clubs, Libraries, Cllr Barker suggested that the town council write to Cllr Briggs stating that we are 100% behind the Youth Club we need to establish that it is kept open. Cllr Barker proposed that the council to pass a resolution to fully support the Youth Club Cllr Arrand second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted 1 abstained, 9 in favour.
Cllr Stewart stated that the residents should be given consideration concerning youth behaviour; Cllr Barker reported that the police state they have never received any complaints. 

Cllr McCartan reported that he attended one of the opening evenings and was surprised how much activities went on within the youth club and how big it is, there were 27 children signed in that night and they were all well behaved. 

Cllr Bailey stated that it is not what happens in the youth club it is what happens outside, anti social behaviour when they are waiting to be let in and when leaving, if this was addressed a lot of objections would be solved. Cllr Vernum stated that they used to hold public forums where problems could be aired, it was suggested that this matter also be raised in the letter to Cllr J Briggs.
