The council have received a letter from North Lincs stating that the council’s waste management section have reported that their contractor is having problems accessing the recycling banks in the above car park, due to the presence of parked cars, they have requested that a number of bays are hatched off to deter parking. Cllr F J Rhodes expressed his views and stated that unfortunately cars will be parked as it is a car park; Cllr Bailey stated that he fully supports Cllr Rhodes comments. Cllr Stewart asked if the car park spaces being used to full capacity. Cllr Da Costa asked if the recycling bins could be relocated to another area within the village. 

Resolved: Cllr Barker stated that he would speak with Sally Walker concerning the issue and report back to the council at next month’s meeting.

(j) Street Sports

Delivery Group
Cllr Bailey reported that they are now trying to attract businesses to look at the land available for sale within the new development of the Market Place, it has been reported that there are several interested parties all ready, however the delivery group is not privy to the business side e.g. finances etc. There is a new phase for the existing delivery group, the town has still to be looked after, everything the delivery group has done has been watched carefully by other bodies, and it also looks like the admin support received for the delivery group may be stopped due to the lack of funding.

It was reported that a tourism group has been formed, there are four walks arranged on the Moors to generate tourism within into the area, the group have also met with Northern England. 

Market Charters

Cllr Bailey reported that Angus Townsley has sent for copies of the Market Charters. 
Leader Project

Cllr Reed reported that she attended the Leader meeting, funding has now been put on hold, projects already approved will be carried out, DEFRA have to match fund projects, which they have also stopped. Cllr Reed asked if the council would agree to send a letter to Andrew Percy stressing the importance of the Leader Project, rural villages are heavily dependant on volunteers and community funding streams to deliver the much needed local facilities we especially need living in an area of rural deprivation. 

Resolved: Councillors agreed for a letter to be sent to Andrew Percy stressing the importance of Leader Funding. 

Crowle Primary School

Cllr Reed stated that the Headmistress has asked if she would ask the council if the school could have access into Manor Park as an evacuation route should it be needed. Cllr Stewart stated that it will not be a problem as the gates will only be locked at night. Cllr Stewart also stated that on completion the committee’s intention is that the park be enjoyed by the pupils and also to get them actively involved in some of the projects within the park. Cllr Barker stated that the gates that have been put in place are rather unattractive. 
139/11. CROWLE & EALAND PLAYING FIELD ASSOCIATION
Cllr Rhodes reported that he was dismayed to receive a letter from the committee as a land trustee, stating that they have decided to give the ownership of the land and buildings to the Charity Commission, Cllr Rhodes feels that as Crowle Town Council and the populace raised the money to buy the land it should stay in the hands of Crowle people or the Council. Cllr Rhodes went on to report the background concerning how the land was purchased, and stated that it is purchased for multi sports and leisure etc, for the residents of Crowle & Ealand. Cllr Bailey stated that he has concerns that the land is not being used for what it was intended. 
Cllr Stewart explained that he didn’t live in the area in 1996, and is not sure of the history concerning the purchase of the land however he was not present at the meetings when this decision was taken. 

Cllr Reed stated that the decision has nothing to do with the town council it was made by the management committee for the playing field, and the council need to find an amicable way of going forward with the management committee. Cllr Smith stated that the Community Hall is entrusted to the Charity Commission and it works wells. Cllr Vernum suggested that the council invited the Chairman Mr Chris Pidd to the next council meeting to give the council clarification as to how this decision will affect the playing field. Cllr Barker stated that he has grave concerns in relation to this matter. Cllr Rhodes stated that if the land deed is seeded to anyone it should go back to North Lincolnshire Council; there is a moral aspect of this matter to the residents of Crowle & Ealand. 

Resolved: Invite Chris Pidd to next month’s meeting to give the council clarification. 
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140/11. NEW COUNCIL OFFICE
Cllr Vernum stated that some months ago the council agreed to put a referendum to members of the public concerning the above matter, and proposed that a working party is formed to put a full description together, Cllr Rhodes second the proposal and stated that he would be prepared to be part of the working party to get both sides of the matter across. The proposal was put to the vote and resulted 9 in favour, 1 abstained. 

Resolved: A working party will put a full description together, the working party will comprise of the following councillor’s, F J Rhodes, P Vernum, J Reed, M Bailey, N Culpin.
141/11. CODE OF CONDUCT
Cllr Vernum reported that test 7 of the Quality Council states that the council need to have agreed and voted to adopt Paragraph 12 section 2 of the Code of Conduct 2007, which the clerk previously circulated. It was stated that the adoption of acceptance of Paragraph 12 (2) needs to be inserted. 
Cllr Vernum proposed that the above be drafted and put forward and adopt paragraph 12 (2), Cllr Bailey second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour. 
Resolved: Draft and put forward and adopt paragraph 12 (2) on the next agenda. 

142/11. MANOR PARK PERMISSION
Cllr Stewart reported that Manor Park is progressing very well, the committee have obtained and spent £90,000, and there is still need for further equipment and a walkway. 
The permissions that the committee are looking for are that the town council agree to sign the following forms:

1. Accountable Body form signed and dated by Crowle Town Council 
2.  Landowner Permission Form to be signed and dated by Crowle Town Council. 
The forms need to be signed to enable Manor Park to move forward, Cllr Stewart proposed that the council sign and date the above forms as requested, Cllr Reed second the proposal which resulted 5 in favour, 3 abstained. 
Cllr Stewart stated that Manor Park still don’t have a formal agreement with the town council, at the May 2010 meeting the town council agreed to adopt a Formal agreement for accepting donations of play equipment and leisure equipment, which was discussed at a Manor Park meeting, it was suggested that point 2 were it states that the donator must provide detailed plans of the project, the receiver shall have the right  to refuse the plans, should be changed to the receiver shall have the right to discuss these plans and work in partnership to reach a mutual agreement on them. The above amendment was agreed by all councillors present. It was reported that they are intending to open the park on the 1st March, but this is to be confirmed.
Resolved: The clerk was asked to alter the agreement and pass onto Manor Park for signing; also she was asked to send a letter of thanks to the committee for all their work in completing the redevelopment of the park. 
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143/11. MARKET COMMITTEE
Cllr Bailey reported that the next market will be held on the 26th March, after taking advice, when start holding markets on a regular basis within Crowle a Market Committee should be formed including council members and businesses. Charter Markets should allow markets to be held on a Monday & Wednesday with no problems. Cllr Bailey also reported training courses held at Doncaster for young traders, which may be something the council could look at; the aim is to regenerate the town and put it back on the map. Cllr Reed suggested that the council look at a market committee when a new council is elected in May.
