(b) Grit Salt Boxes
Cllr Reed stated that the reply from North Lincs Council that they will not re-instate a grit box at Godnow Road, one of the most dangerous roads in the area was very disappointing. Cllr Vernum reported that North Lincs state that they use a point scoring system but give no explanation as to how the score system works, apart from they are scored against approved criteria and a bin is provided if the site scores sufficient points. Cllr Osborne reported that he has complained bitterly in the past an also challenged the point system when it was put in to action, further discussions took place and it was stated that Godnow Road is a school route and should comply to the criteria needed, and that if a grit box was put in place and provided the salt at cost the town council would be prepared to pay for it. 
Resolved: The clerk was asked to contact Chris Peam again concerning the above matter, also ask for clarification of the points system.

129/11. REPORT BACK FROM OUTSIDE BODIES
Manor Park
Cllr Vernum reported that residents will notice big developments, the installation of equipment has started, the gates have now also been put in place, there is enough equipment for phase 1 and 2, and grant applications for further funding have been submitted. 
Friends of Ealand Park

Cllr Reed reported that planning has now been approved for the MUGA; they are looking at various options for funding e.g. leader project, loans and lottery grants. Hopefully by the summer holidays a MUGA will be in place. Cllr Reed has also spoken to the Highway department at North Lincs Council concerning the highway safety road signs, a sign will be put in place stating No Dogs, No Drinking etc. Paul Hinds has been asked to carry out some minor ground maintenance within the park. The next issue will be to look at improving the toddler area. 
Delivery Group

Cllr Bailey reported that two for sale signs have recently been put up on the first two plots of the Market Place, the convenience store site has also been put up for sale, people have been showing an interest in the sites which is very positive. 
Discussions took place concerning the background of the Market Charters previously discussed at last month’s meeting, it was suggested that the council look at putting together a Market Committee, the clerk was asked to place this matter on the next council agenda. Further discussions took place concerning various options open to the committee in which the Market Square could be used. 
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129/11. HIGHWAY, FOOTPATH & STREETLIGHTING MATTERS 

The following highway matters were raised:

1. The pavement in front of the Old Martin McColl shop was submerged in water; the drainage grills are completely blocked and need to be cleared. 

2. Major problems with Dog Fouling on the following streets, Wharf Road, Potts Lane, Johnsons Lane and Windsor Road. 

3. Street light not working on the High Street outside of the Tattoo Shop.

4. Street Light still not working at Double Rivers outside of Bridgefield House, this has not been working now for over 5 months.
