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20/11. CORRESPONDENCE

(a)ERNLLCA Newsletter
Cllr Vernum stated that there were some very good articles within the newsletter along with a programme of training courses should councillors wish to attend any of them. Cllr Stewart reported concerning an article in relation to Model Standing Orders which need to be considered, also in relation to further training for the clerk. 
(b) Relaxation of Planning Rules
Cllr Bailey stated that he thought this was a good idea however the document does not mention derelict buildings, Cllr Arrand agreed with Cllr Bailey and stated that the council should respond and stated that we approve the document subject to it including all types of derelict dwellings. 

Resolved: The clerk was asked to respond to the consultation stating the above. 
(c) Cultural Olympiad 2012 
Cllr Da Costa stated that the council should send a letter of support, Cllr Vernum reported that Localism Conference to be held on Tuesday 19th July 2011, and stated that he would be willing to attend, the clerk will also attend. 
Resolved: The clerk was asked to send a letter of support in relation to the Cultural Olympiad also complete a booking form for the Localism Bid Conference. 

(d)  Market Place and Bowling Green 
Cllr Arrand stated that there are two items missing from Manor Park which were rubbish bins and toilets, he stated that he visited the park recently with his grandchildren and there were pop bottles, litter all around the area there is also rubbish in the bottom of the school hedge, there is a massive shortage of waste bins. Cllr Stewart reported that volunteers who lock the park up on a night carry out litter picks. Cllr Da Costa stated that you could put hundreds of bins in there and they wouldn’t use them. Cllr Bailey stated that we can only educate people to pick up litter. Cllr Reed expressed her views concerning the issue of litter bins and toilet facilities. Cllr Culpin stated that he didn’t know any parks that provided toilet facilities. Cllr Pender stated that the litter problems have been mentioned to him on occasions. 
Cllr Arrand went on to report visiting teams are experiencing difficulty in finding Crowle Bowling Green in Church Lane. The members have requested that signs with directional arrows are erected as follows:
War Memorial Fence

Church gate or wall

Top of Cross Street on old Off Licence Wall 

Pear Tree House at the end of Church Lane
It was suggested that the Bowling Club apply direct to the council through the grant application scheme. 

21/11. REPORT BACK FROM OUTSIDE BODIES
Development Group
Cllr Bailey reported that the meeting was long and lively, the issues relating to the fountain were raised on several occasions throughout the meeting, the complaints have been reported, and it is a drainage problem which is ongoing but is being looked into. 
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NATS Meeting
21/11. REPORT BACK FROM OUTSIDE BODIES CONT:

Cllr Stewart reported that the NAT is not functioning in the way it was set up to do, this matter is being addressed and is an ongoing process. Youths are congregating in the Market Place as they have nowhere else to go. Cllr Stewart stated that there is a project in mind and he is meeting with the playing field committee and liaising with youths Cllr Pender is also involved. 

Manor Park

The council have received a letter from the Manor Park Fund committee to request that a formal safety check regime is put in place and suggest that the council should lay aside money for any future maintenance needed within the park; the responsibility will continue to stay with the town council. Further discussions took place concerning land ownership and maintenance issues. 
Resolved: The above matter will be dealt with by the town council

Friends of Ealand Park Financial Request

Friends of Ealand Park have written to the council to request consideration of completing the funding for 3rd phase of Ealand Park Development which will deliver an all weather basketball, tennis, football and games court, the committee have already managed to secure funds of £29,000 from Leader and have applied for £31,000 from WREN and they have £2000 of their own funds, however this leaves a shortfall of £2600 of which they would ask the councils consideration to fund. Cllr Ramsden stated that Ealand Park, Crowle Park committees are a good thing for securing the funding, but the running of the parks seems to have very little input by the town council. Cllr Reed explained how the process was followed. Cllr Stewart stated that two groups have been set up and they have worked hard to put facilities for the youths. Cllr Bailey reported that it is very difficult for councils to raise funding and is easier for outside bodies to raise the funds on behalf of the council; further lengthy discussions took place concerning this matter. 
Cllr Mason stated that we have to think of the children and proposed that the town council accept the request for funding and pay the shortfall of £2600, Cllr Osborne second the proposal which was put to the vote Cllr Bailey requested a recorded vote which resulted:

Resolved: The town council will fund the shortfall of £2600. 

22/11. ELECTRICAL WORK – CHURCH CLOCK LIGHT 
Mr Dave Till has written to the council to request financial assistance, he is working independently to supply a light for the church clock; he enclosed a quote for the electrical work. It was stated that the council would need to see more than one quote for the work to be carried out.

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23/11. TREES IN CEMETERY 
Cllr Vernum reported that there is an ongoing problem within the cemetery in relation to the trees separating the cemetery from Wyvern Close, a resident of Wyvern close has sent a letter to the council with comments and signatures from over 7 other residents. It was suggested that the council could carry out selective pruning; Cllr Da Costa stated that the council have to think of the resident’s quality of life. Cllr Ramsden stated that it is the wrong time of the year to prune this needs to be done in the autumn, he suggested that the council have a cemetery inspection and then place on the next agenda. 
Resolved: It was agreed to hold a cemetery inspection, the clerk was asked to inform Mrs Anderson of the inspection should she wish to attend. 

24/11. BUSINESS COMMITTEES TO FURTHER DEVELOP THE COUNCIL 
Cllr Stewart reported that at the last council meeting he asked councillors to consider the above matter due to the amount of work now carried out by the council and the depth things have to be looked at. Cllr Culpin stated that he agreed with Cllr Stewart wholeheartedly. Cllr Vernum stated that there is unfinished business and he would like to put together a strategic plan for the council to work to for this year to finish business. Cllr Reed reported that there is more work to be carried out and this could be done within council meetings. Cllr Bailey reported that the council do not have to hold full council meetings every month one could be dedicated to certain projects. Further discussions took place concerning this matter. Cllr Stewart expressed his views, Cllr Osborne stated that the council could give it a trail and see how it works. Cllr Griffiths proposed that the council have separate business committees e.g. Property Management & Planning Community & Communications Policy & Finance, Cllr Bailey second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted 8 in favour, 4 against.
