148/11. CHRIS PIDD (CHAIRMAN OF CROWLE & EALAND PLAYING FIELD ASSOCIATION)

The mayor reported that at the last council meeting it was suggested that Mr Pidd be invited to attend a council meeting to give clarification as to the committees decision to register the land to the Charities Trustees, the mayor welcomed Chris to the meeting and handed over to him. Discussions took place concerning North Lincolnshire Council’s involvement. Cllr Vernum asked if the committee do press forward with their decision when it will be completed. Chris explained one of the trustees can no longer be a trustee as he his bankrupt, another has been to see him in person and explained their opinion, another trustee has replied and signed the letter sent to them, however things will be held up due to the fact that two of the trustees have not had the decency to even respond to the letters sent to them. Cllr Arrand asked if the two trustees were council trustees or independent, Chris stated that they were independent. Cllr Bailey explained his opinion concerning the decision made by the committee. Cllr Stewart stated that although the council may have put money into the building at the beginning it is the committee who has moved it forward, Cllr Reed agreed and stated that the town council need to encourage and give active support to the playing field committee, which was agreed by all councillors present. The mayor thanked Chris for attending the meeting.

154/11. REPORT BACK FROM OUTSIDE BODIES
Delivery Group

Cllr Bailey reported that the delivery group are fully aware that there is a need for toilet facilities within the Market Square, and moves are being made to replace them. The Delivery should be congratulated for what they have achieved so far. Cllr Stewart stated that it was discussed if the town council office moved to the centre of the town, toilet facilities could be included within the building. Cllr Bailey stated that they continue to move forward with the markets. The Delivery Group meetings have been moved to the council offices and will no longer receive major assistance from North Lincolnshire Council. 

North Isle Partnership

Cllr Reed stated that things are running quite well, some meetings will be held in the council office, other villages will be using their facilities free of charge and she hoped that the town council would offer their facilities for free, which was agreed. 
Ealand Park

Cllr Reed stated that the Leader funding application has now been submitted, if it is not accepted we may need to look at further funding. 
Manor Park

Cllr Stewart reported that the park opened for the first time last week, they are two thirds way through the development, and the general reaction has been very impressed to outstanding. There has only been two problems one being certain youths not vacating the area at closing time, the second being youths breaking in and congregating in the park at night, they are aware of a number of areas where the youths are getting in, which are being looked at. One suggestion was to use anti-vandal paint which is North Lincs approved. The Manor Park committee will be discussing this at their next meeting. It was proposed that a letter be posted out to nearby residents; Cllr Stewart explained the content of the letter. 
Cllr Reed stated that there seems to be a litter problem at the moment, the school children have been carrying out litter picks. Cllr Reed also asked who would be cutting the trees, the mayor explained. Cllr Stewart stated that the committee are aware there are still alot of issues that need to be addressed.
