8/11. REPORT BACK FROM OUTSIDE BODIES
Friends of Ealand 

Cllr Reed reported that £29,000 leader fund has now been secured but the rest of the funding will need to be secured before August to move the project forward. 
Delivery Group
Cllr Bailey reported that the group has now reformed, North Lincs Council had to withdraw their support, a meeting will be held on Wednesday 11th May and hopes that the committee will continue to work in the same manner as previous, and they will continue not to have a say in the business aspect of the re-development. There have been one or two major concerns in relation to the appearance of the market place but these are being looked at. 

Manor Park

The committee are currently submitting a lottery fund application of £49,000 for the next phases and if all goes well it will be completed by the end of September, the funding will help to carry out ground maintenance work e.g. path way, improved fencing to benefit neighbours, it will also fund mini play area, more seats and waste bins and possibly additional equipment. 
Crowle & Ealand Future

Cllr McCartan reported that between December-February a mini survey was carried out to ask what the residents thought were the best parts and what can be improved. Recently a questionnaire was distributed through the Arrow Magazine. Once all the data has been collated it will come back to the group and form some basis for the future. Cllr Vernum asked Cllr McCartan when he thought the plan would be completed, he stated by the end of 2011. 
9/11. CROWLE AGRICULTURAL SHOW & SPORTS SOCIETY
The council have received a request for funding to help with the 2011 show, discussions took place concerning the finances of the committee and varied reasons that councillors have in supporting the show. Cllr Arrand proposed a donation of £100 as in previous years, Cllr Reed second the proposal, which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour. 
Resolved: The clerk was asked to inform the committee of the council’s decision. 
10/11. BUISNESS COMMITTEES TO FURTHER THE DEVELOPMENT OF ACTIVITY.
Cllr Stewart reported that he was surprised when first joining the council that 15 members tried to carry out all the council business, over the years there have been more demands on the council members which has created numerous sub-committees which are usually made up of the same councillors, he wanted to plant the seed of splitting council business into the following groups: Property Management & Planning Community & Communications Policy & Finance. He asked that councillors think about it for the next month and come back to the next meeting with their comments. Cllr Culpin stated that he agreed with Cllr Stewart and feels that this is not a subject to be rushed.
