It was also stated on the letter that the council’s Safer and Stronger Communities Scrutiny Panel recently carried out a review of Neighbourhood Action Teams, one of its recommendations was that all town/parish council meeting agenda’s should include a standing item on NATS, which councillors also had no objections to.

Cllr Reed reported that North Lincs Leader Project have created a promotional DVD which shows the community in a good light, and shows the park being used at it best. ROSPA training has also been arranged for Monday 13th December at 9.00am, Cllr Reed asked if the council had any objections to her extending an invitation to attend the training to Steve Brown. Cllr Reed also reported that planning has now been submitted for Phase 3 and she has written to highways to raise issues of road signage. Cllr Reed also discussed the toddler area that will be looked at next as phase 4.

Cllr Bailey reported concerning the fountain, and stated that when wind speed limits get to a certain level or the temperature drops it switches itself off. Cllr Bailey also reported that North Lincs will charge £50 per market also concerning the issue of Chartered Market Towns and after investigations he has found the website which lists Crowle as a Chartered Market Town, further discussions took place concerning this matter, it was reported the charter started with markets on a Wednesday but were changed to a Monday which still stands, there are also two fairs registered in the town, it was also reported that North Lincs will charge £50 per market.

Cllr R Stewart reported concerning the continuing concerns in relation to poaching, hair coursing and the shooting of deer, he stated that it is not in an isolated area, it is happening all over and Humberside is the biggest area of this crime, the town council need to highlight the issue and should support and help to hinder this activity and report to the police an information.

Cllr Culpin reported that the town council need to purchase signs informing members of the public that CCTV is in operation throughout the village, after consulting with Dean Nixon from NX1 he stated that the council had two options, the first was to place a sign at either end of the entrances to the village and the second was to place sign on lamp posts in the surrounding areas to the CCTV cameras, discussions took place concerning which option would be best, it was decided that having a sign at both entrances into the village would be the best way.

We have already told NLC that we can remember when the road at Medge Hall that goes through Brown's farm was a metalled road when we were children.
