79/11. PUBLIC FORUM

Jonathan Roberts – Mr Roberts asked to speak concerning two issues, the first was the conduct of a Councillor, he stated that he had been unwell and was unable to move his bin from the road side, the councillor in question went across to Mr Roberts and was very threatening and abusive, when Mr Roberts explained that he had a bad arm the councillor stated that he would give him another one if the bin was not moved, the councillor was also abusive to Mr Roberts next door neighbour. The second issue was in relation to a large amount of people driving at very high speeds on Cross Street, someone has also turned round the directional signs, and Mr Roberts has already spoken to the police concerning this. 
80/11 ANDY LONG/HALYNA DEBOER – STGREET CLEANING

The mayor welcomed Halyna to the meeting and reported that he has carried out a walk about the village with Andy Long previously to show him the problem areas. Halyna explained her job and stated that she has taken over from Andy Long and now deals with Crowle, she went through a leaflet that showed the work that they carry out within the Isle. Halyna explained that Church Lane is not an adopted highway, there are actually three areas, the lane from Fieldside to the Market Place, Church Lane and Acre Lane as theses are not high priority cleaning areas and she is unable to offer anything further at this time due to financial circumstances, but she will have a look at the current schedule and try to increase cleaning as

much as possible. Cllr Vernum asked if Halyna would let the council have the costings of maintenance/cleaning within the village. 
It was stated that there have been complaints in relation to the mechanical sweepers, Halyna stated that they sometimes areas are missed due to cars parked on the street, she has tried to target areas within Brigg by letting residents know when the sweepers will be in the area and asking them to move the cars off the road for that day. 
Cllr Ramsden stated that Barton has someone with a hand barrow, Halyna asked which areas of the village this would be required; Cllr Stewart stated that the area’s most in need are Church Street near the cenotaph and also outside of the Youth Club. 

Issues were discussed concerning litter picking after the Markets have been held, it was suggested that stall holders be requested to pick any litter up near their stall and North Lincs council would do the rest. 

The mayor thanked Halyna for attending the meeting.

Cllr Mason asked if it was correct that Crowle has been allocated as a medium growth area while Epworth has none, Cllr Barker stated that Epworth have been allocated low growth development. Cllr Stewart proposed that the council reply stating that the limitations have been noted and support the limitations, Cllr Griffiths second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted 11 in favour
(f) Planning for Renewable Energy Development – Draft Supplementary Planning
It was requested that the Property Management & Planning Sub Committee take responsibility to go through the document to read, summarise and bring back any comments to the town council, discussions took place concerning issues of sub-committees. 

(g) Consultation: Review of Passenger Transport in North Lincolnshire Council

It was stated that the Community & Communication sub-committee should look through the document and respond, it was stated that their next meeting will take place on the 17th October. Further discussions took place concerning the Boundary Review document. 

86/11. REPORT BACK FROM OUTSIDE BODIES
Development Group
Cllr Stewart reported that following the meeting held last week it was reported that movement is being made on the development of the open space (phase 2), the issues relating to the fountain continues. Cllr Bailey reported his concerns in relation to the CCTV cameras, we have more criminal activity and the CCTV cameras are just not producing any evidence, when contacting the monitoring centre you are just told that nothing was recorded; the cameras just don’t seem to be doing the job they are supposed to. Cllr Vernum stated that Andrew Percy has stated that there are various other areas to look at for monitoring the system. Cllr Stewart stated that a fundamental review of the CCTV investment needs to be carried out. Cllr Barker stated that he has visited the monitoring centre on numerous occasions and the problem is that the camera is on a patrol system, people can monitor the movement of the camera. Further discussions took place concerning the issues of the CCTV cameras. It was agreed that the Policy & Finance sub-committee would carry out a review of the system and report back to the council. 
Manor Park Fund

Cllr Stewart reported that the final funding has been approved, arrangements are being made to contract the work, and work will not begin until the end of the month. 
Crowle & Ealand Playing Field 
Cllr Pender reported that CEPFA are currently selling advertising space and have asked if the town council would like to hire one of the boards, there is an initial cost of £150 and then £100 per annum thereafter. Cllr Barker proposed that the town council take up the offer Cllr McCartan second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted 10 in favour. The clerk was asked to make the necessary arrangements.

Cllr Reed reported that the MUGA has now been ordered and depending on the weather it should be completed by Christmas. 
87/11. UPDATE EMERGENCY PLAN
A copy of the minutes from the Community & Communications meeting were previously circulated to councillors, the next meeting will take place on the 17th October; once the draft emergency plan has been completed it will be brought to full council for agreement. Cllr Vernum asked if the council would agree for the committee to send out new questionnaires to residents as the ones already completed may well be out of date now, discussions took place concerning various ways the community could respond to the questionnaire. Cllr Vernum stated that the clerk has kindly agreed to be the snow warden for Crowle. Councillors agreed for the above action to take place. 

88/11. TREES IN CEMETERY 
Cllr Vernum reported that background concerning this matter, the issues of the overgrown trees and the decision to look at reducing them in size to allow more light onto the properties of Wyvern Close but still screening the cemetery. 
The council have now received three quotes each contracted has quoted to reduce the size of the trees as well as felling them to ground level.

Cllr Ramsden stated that if the trees are reduced by 5/6 metres all this will do is encourage growth and the council will find themselves with the same problem in 4/5 years time. It was suggested that the trees be removed completely and the council manage the Hawthorne hedge and maybe put some more hedgerow in. Cllr Vernum explained the background stating that the trees have become the landscaping of the cemetery. Cllr Bailey stated that pollarding the trees will not stop the problem, the Hawthorne hedge can be managed to grow over 6ft.

Cllr Ramsden proposed that the council accept Mr Ketley’s quote to remove the trees and manage the Hawthorne hedge to screen the cemetery, Cllr Osborne second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted 9 in favour 3 against. 
Resolved: The clerk was asked to contact Mr Ketley and ask him to carry out the work at his next convenience, also to inform the residents of Wyvern Close that they will be responsible for maintaining their side of the hedge. 

89/11. COUNCIL SURGERY
Cllr Vernum reported that at the last Market he set up a council surgery stall, the clerk circulated a report of the surgery to all councillors, Cllr Vernum stated that it was a very good way of carrying out the council surgery, he asked if the council if they would agree to continue to hold council surgeries in the market place and who would be willing to do them. Cllr Bailey proposed that the council hold the surgeries when the markets are held every second Saturday of the month as a temporary basis, Cllr Reed second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a 11 in favour, 1 abstained
Resolved: Cllr’s R Pender, P McCartan, J Reed, R Stewart, M Bailey and P Vernum agreed to hold the surgeries; a rota will need to be put together.
