(a)Revd John Fisher – Market Place Fountain
Resolved: To be noted
(b) Wind Farm Annual Grants
Cllr Arrand reported that a resident had pointed out to him an article in the evening telegraph stating the annual grant for 38 wind turbines in the Isle of Axholme is £100,000p.a. but if planning permission is granted the annual grant to Saxby Wold will be 180,000p.a for only 18 turbines. It was stated that it is outside of the town council remit to renegotiate the grant. Cllr Ramsden expressed his views concerning this matter, further discussions took place concerning the background of the Windfarm issue, it was stated that the grant has been negotiated with North Lincs Council and Central Government. 
(c) Anti Social Behaviour – Potts Lane Car Park 
Cllr Vernum reported that he has received a letter from Andrew Percy hoping to bring some solutions to the anti social behaviour. Since CCTV has been on Potts Lane things have improved, St Oswald’s Church has had the same problems and since CCTV was put in place the problems have subsided. Cllr Stewart reported that the camera on Potts Lane is only temporary; he continued to report that NATS was not performing as it should and it was

(c) Anti Social Behaviour – Potts Lane Car Park 
suggested that an agenda be put together for all appropriate bodies to hold a meeting, this was done however the meeting had to be cancelled as it was said that the temporary skate park at Windsor Road would solve the problems. 
71/11. REPORT BACK FROM OUTSIDE BODIES
NAT Minutes

Cllr Vernum reported concerning the Isle Area Action Team who carried out a service comparison of Brigg and Crowle, he stated that in the notes it reports that the precept for Brigg was £117.027 which is twice the precept of Crowle which was £58,000, the mayor stated that there is not much difference in population between Brigg and Crowle.

It was stated that things are moving forward in relation to the Skate Park, however the main concern at the last meeting was the issue of insurance for the skate park, and it was asked if the town council would cover the insurance on their policy.

Resolved: The fight to rectify the problems with the fountain continues
Manor Park
Cllr Stewart reported that the Manor Park Fund will hold their AGM on Thursday 15th September; they hope that the full development will be completed before Christmas. 
Friends of Ealand 

Cllr Reed reported that someone has tried to remove the pick nick tables and she has asked the clerk to contact Paul Hinds to fill in any holes. Cllr Reed stated that the land is rented from North Lincs Council and the perimeter fence is in a very poor state, she asked if the fence was owned by North Lincs or was it the town council, Cllr Osborne stated that the town council own the fence. 
Crowle Markets

Cllr Bailey reported that the Market held on Saturday had been a success despite the market stalls being stolen, further markets will be held, and they will look to source some new stales. It was reported that the surrounding businesses benefited from the market being held. 
72/11. CROWLE MOBILE FLOODLIGHT 
Cllr Stewart reported that the town council precept money for Street Sports which has now been moved back to school and the fund is no longer needed, however the On Target Group held on a Friday night do not have any floodlights, the total cost of the floodlights will be £1600, it was suggested that the council reinvest the money from Street Sports which would be £900 to purchasing the floodlights and the rest of the funds needed would be obtained from match funding. Cllr Pender stated that he would fully support the transfer of funds it is a small cost compared to the benefit it will bring to the town. Discussions took place concerning various options for storing the floodlights.
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72/11. CROWLE MOBILE FLOODLIGHT CONT:

Cllr Bailey proposed that the town council transfer the street sport fund of £900 to the purchase of floodlights, Cllr Vernum second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted 10 in favour.
Resolved:  Transfer funds of £900 to the purchase of floodlights. 

73/11. ILLUMINATION OF CHURCH CLOCK FACE
Mr Dave Till has written to the council requesting financial assistance in placing floodlights to illuminate the church clock face, he has secured funding from another source but has a shortfall of £400.00. Cllr Ramsden proposed that the council donate the £400.00 as it is a very good cause, Cllr Mason second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour. 
Resolved: Contact Mr Till and inform him of the council’s decision. 

 74/11. NO 6 MARKET PLACE 
Cllr Stewart reported that the appearance of this building is a continued concern, the guttering is in a very poor state, the security fence between the building and the Waste Management building has been damaged, and neighbours have reported rodents. Cllr Pender stated that a lot of money has been invested into the village and the owner needs to be made to clean up the site. 
It was suggested that the MP be informed of the situation. 

Resolved: The clerk was asked to contact North Lincs Council Environment Team 

concerning this matter and inform the local MP of the situation.

Cllr Vernum reported that a problem has occurred with the cemetery house, the tenant has reported that the chimney at the back has cracks in the mortar and needs pointing up. It was requested that the clerk get three quotes for the work to be carried out. Cllr Bailey proposed that the mayor be given delegated financial powers to choose which quote the council use and ensure the work is carried out, Cllr Culpin second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour. 
77/11 COMMUNITY & COMMUNICATIONS – EMERGENCY PLAN
Cllr Vernum reported that getting a council emergency plan put together is high priority and the council need to deal with couple of points to get started i.e. 

1. What has been done so far if anything?
2. We need to complete a new resident’s questionnaire.

It was stated that the community emergency team should include the Mayor, Deputy Mayor and the clerk. Cllr Bailey stated that North Lincs already have an emergency plan and the council need to work in conjunction with this, they will already have made arrangements with Schools, and he stated that he thought that North Axholme School will be the main gathering point. 
It was suggested that the town council request a copy of the North Lincs Emergency plan. Cllr Osborne stated that the Community Emergency Team should include plumbers, electricians etc, this could be one of the questions on the residents questionnaire. It was stated that the council would need to put a list together of vulnerable adults/children, Cllr Pender stated that the council would need to get the legal term for vulnerable people as this can cause controversy. 

Cllr Vernum requested that the sub-committee hold a meeting to discuss the above matters further and report back to the council at the next meeting in October.
